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Aims and Objectives

The project has two main aims and objectives:

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]To develop electronic resources providing strong links between the resources and materials selection methodology of CES EduPack and the online teaching resources by steeluniversity.org, DoITPoMs etc. The electronic resources developed by this project will be web-based and released openly. They will not require CES EduPack, but will also make it easier for the thousands of academics worldwide using CES EduPack to utilise the other high quality online resources in materials related courses.

2. To repurpose many of the 30+ interactive material selection projects found in the CES EduPack software into open access stand-alone online case studies.  

This project ties into a larger project led by Mrs. Hannah Melia (Granta Design’s Materials Education Co-ordinator) and Prof. Mike Ashby (Cambridge University) which aims to make hundreds of material education resources available to the materials education community. At first the resources will only be accessible to academics using CES EduPack via a password protected website; however, our aim is to use this pilot as a demonstrator to help encourage the providers of these resources to also make them available via the UKCME CORE-materials website.  

Outputs 

The key outputs from this project will be open access and web-based. They will be made available via the CORE-materials website and also exposed to the thousands of academics using CES EduPack world-wide.
